10. Members liable to be sued as strangers.—Any member who may
be in arrears of a subscription which according to the rules of the society
he is bound to pay, or who shall possess himself of or detain any
property of the Society in a manner or for a time contrary to such rules, or
shall injure or destroy any property of the Society, may be sued for such
arrears or for the damage accruing from such detention, injury, or
destruction of property in the manner herein before provided.

Recovery by successful defendant of costs adjadged.—But if the
defendant shall be successful in any suit or other proceeding brought
against him at the instance of the Society and shall be adjudged to
recover his costs, he may elect to proceed to recover the same from the

officer in whose name the suit shall be brought or from the Society, and in
the latter case shall have process against the property of the said Society
in the manner above described.

"29. Compounding of offences.—(1) The Registrar may accept from
any person against whom a reasonable suspicion exists that he has
committed any offence punishable under Section 27 or against whom
a prosecution under that section has been instituted, a sum of money
by way of composition fee for the offence which such person is
suspected or accused to have committed."
